 ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
May 8, 2023
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, May 8, 2023, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall.  Council Persons Myrna Jorgensen, & Chris Maiers answered roll call, council persons Ben Walk, Mike Juhl, & Sam Heimer were absent. The meeting was delayed due to lack of quorum.
Mayor Keith Horgen reconvened the regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:08 p.m. on Monday May 8, 2023, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall.  Council Persons Myrna Jorgensen, Chris Maiers, and Mike Juhl answered roll call, council persons Ben Walk & Sam Heimer were absent. Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Public Works Director Herb Dowse, Drew Sweers-V & K, & Bob McNutt, were also present were also present.
Jorgensen presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from April 10th, 2023, payment of bills, April 2023 financial reports, along with liquor license renewal for C. B. Brandt’s, and on roll call vote ayes three.

Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing for Amendment of the FY 23 Budget at 7:09 p.m. there were no written or verbal comments.  Clerk Woods responded to McNutt’s inquiry about amendments being made, there being no further discussion the public hearing was closed at 7:11.  Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve Resolution 2023-12 Amending the FY 23 Budget, and on roll call vote ayes three.
Sweers presented updates to current projects-Waiting on the DNR for permit.  DNR is looking at the treatment facility as a whole and not just the trunkline project. Still working with EPA on Wastewater treatment to determine if UV system is going to be needed or not. NW and 5th Stret Drainage projects are complete except seeding.
Council Person Sam Heimer arrived at 7:21p.m.

               Police Chief Schutjer shared that South Square would like the same road closures as last year for entertainment during Town and Country Days.  Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve street closures for Town and Country Day entertainment at South Square as permitted last year, and on roll call vote ayes four. Schutjer also shared that he has posted a reminder about parked vehicles in the right of ways being moved every 30 days and cannot block view.  Received $250 from Omnitel to go toward AED’s and still working on grants for siren.
               Public Works Director Herb Dowse updated the Council on the monthly activities which include finishing up the 5th street drainage project, cleaning up around the lagoon, water turned on at the ball diamonds, cemetery has been mowed once, swept streets, started with e coli testing, ground water samples were taken today from DNR.  Hired 5 part-time mowers for the season and will be doing orientation with them.  The white-water truck needs over $5000 in repairs.  Will need to figure out whether to fix or replace.

Looking at options to change out locks at the city buildings. Also looking at options for culverts around the park.

Trees are marked around town for trees that need to come down, and still looking at options to replace trees.

The Chamber requested support from the city in the form of covering website expenses, porta potties for Town and Country Days and watering flower planters on 4th Street.  Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to not water the planters on 4th street, and on roll call vote ayes four.  Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve supporting the Chamber by covering the cost of the website and porta potties on town and country days, and on roll call vote ayes four.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve the quote from Even Quality Works in the amount of $2426.25 for line painting, and on roll call vote ayes four.


Council advised that only cats or other animals picked up by city employees will be allowed to be sheltered at the vet clinic.  City Hall does have tags for pets at no cost to help identify your pet if found.

Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve signing of agreement between NIACOG and the City to apply for REAP funding for the START Trail Committee, and on roll call vote ayes four.


Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Jorgensen to approve removing Brooke Ahlf and adding Jamie Remster to the Signature card for the revolving checking account at Acorn Park, and on roll call vote ayes four.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to appoint Rose Moore to the Library Board of Trustees, and on roll call vote ayes four.


Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to not allow city staff to rent equipment, and on roll call vote ayes four.


Lights on 4th street are not working properly.  Will start looking at what the problem is and how to fix it.


Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Jorgensen to approve going forward with contacting ISU for planning and zoning training for Planning and Zoning, Board of Adjustment Committee, Council and Staff at $750, and on roll call vote ayes four.
