 ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
October 11, 2021
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, October 11, 2021 in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall.  Council Persons Chris Maiers, Michael Juhl, Ben Walk, and Myrna Jorgensen answered roll call.  Council Person Sam Heimer was not present. Drew Sweers-V&K Engineers, Herb Dowse-Municipal Superintendent, Karen Robertson, Charlotte Meitner, & Bob McNutt, were also present. Police Chief Lance Schutjer, & Water/Wastewater Superintendent Chris Schneider via Zoom.

Jorgensen presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from September 13 2021, payment of bills, & September 2021 financial reports.

Mayor Horgen asked the Council about starting to have workshops again with budget coming up & shared MCEDC housing demolition funds program. 

Sweers provided an update on the ongoing projects. Did not receive the CDBG Grant for the trunk line.  Application was resubmitted October 1st.  Requesting an extension up to 36 months for compliance on EPA findings to allow for more accurate testing to determine what is actually needed for the wastewater treatment project.  Working on getting the legal description for the Rock Ridge Housing Development. Started to collect data for the drainage project.  Have not received quotes for the televising of the sewers yet.  Juhl presented a motion seconded by Maiers to allow the Mayor to approve quote for televising, if he feels it looks appropriate, and on roll call vote ayes four.
                Police Chief Schutjer reported that he continues to work on nuisances.

Municipal Superintendent Dowse shared they have been edging roads, sweeping streets, working on stomps, culvert by park, and other projects.  There are still some trees to come down.  Council discussed getting a trailer to haul equipment.   
  
Water/Waste Water Superintendent Schneider shared that they have been working with Grain Millers and have jetted the sewer line and looked at their meters.  Some may need to be replaced.  Gate valve at the pool will need to be replaced.  Hydrate flushing is scheduled for Oct 26th & 27th.  Juhl suggested that if the water at the school is going to be affected when gate valve at pool is repaired that the repairs should be done on a Saturday, and also check with school to make sure no tournaments that day. 
          Maintenance Superintendent Johnson was not present.  Dowse presented Johnson’s report.  Helped with trees, working on rotating compost at dump, maintenance on equipment, and received CDL.  Will work on cleaning up the park.   
          There have not been any applications turned in for the Planning and Zoning Administrator position at this time.

       Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Resolution 2021-25 Setting the public hearing for the Amendment to the Urban Revitalization Plan & Wold Development agreement for the November 8th Council Meeting, and on roll call vote ayes four.

       Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Resolution 2021-26 Reducing the Interest Rate of the Sewer Revenue Bond, and on roll call vote ayes four.  
       Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve Resolution 2021-27 FY 21 Street Finance Report, and on roll call vote ayes four.

        Jorgensen presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve the FY 21 Annual Financial Report, and on roll call vote ayes four.

         Walk created a draft job description for a Public Works Director position.  Council will review and discuss further.

          Walk presented a motion, seconded by Jorgensen to approve the placing of benches for seating along School Street by the wings mural, eliminating parking along this building, and on roll call vote ayes four.
         Asphalt has been laid in front of City Hall.  Need to get the corner of the lawn trimmed up and make water flow correctly.  Mayor Horgen will contact Heartland Asphalt to look at the work that was done one Main Street.

         Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the LIHWAP agreement with NIACAO, and on roll call vote ayes four.

         Robertson would like to have the City Code for fences reviewed.
