 ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
April 11, 2022
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, April 11, 2022, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall.  Council Persons Myrna Jorgensen, Chris Maiers, Sam Heimer, Michael Juhl and Ben Walk answered roll call.   Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Public Works Director Herb Dowse, Drew Sweers-V & K, Bob McNutt, and Michelle Caron were also present along with Zoom participants.
Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from March 14th, 2022, payment of bills, and March 2022 financial reports, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Mayor Horgen shared that it has been discussed with the Park, Beatification, and Recreation Board about removing some diseased trees and doing some ditch work in the park to help with water flow and maintenance of the ditch and they agree.  Need to start looking at where and what kind of trees should be planted in the city.
Sweers presented an update on the projects that V&K are working on.  Trunk line project soil boring have been completed and looks like rock is 10 feet down so should not be a problem.  New system will go along side of old.  Need to review and update easements. Still working on collecting data for the wastewater UV system.  Things are moving along on the Rock Ridge Housing Development.  Plans for the NW drainage issue were presented by Sweers.  Estimated cost of repairs is $119,000.  Jorgensen presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to move forward and have V & K bring a proposal to the next meeting, and on roll call vote ayes five.
               Police Chief Schutjer shared that he has been working on getting vehicles moved, properties cleaned up and dealing with cats.  Reminding people to follow golf cart, ATV, & SUV ordinances.  Michelle Caron was present to discuss options for the concerts at South Square during Town and Country Days.  Looking at ways to avoid having cars parked along the fence with individuals sitting in them and not paying to attend the event.  Would like the parking around the playground area for parking for paying individuals.  Closing the streets and having South Square control who can park there during the concerts was discussed and may be requested at the next meeting.
               Public Works Director Herb Dowse updated the Council on the monthly activities which include that Josiah Genung started today as a full-time employee.  The aeration system was shut down over the weekend because of high PH levels with the wind, they are back on now.  Jetting sewers and finding kitty litter along with wipes being flushed.  Started working in the cemetery, trimmed trees, and working on alleys.  Road grader fixed so wing is working better.  Randy has been working in the shop getting mowers ready.  Received quotes on mower for the cemetery, with a new older model available now and not sure when the new style would be available.  Discussed going with the older model if new one would not be available for 3 weeks.  Jim has started taking his water classes and will be gone on Thursdays and Fridays the month of April. Waiting for a demo on the sewer camera.

Mayor Horgen shared information about street lighting for the Rock Ridge housing development.  The cost would be about $700 per pole with 150 feet of wire.  These would be like in the Season’s addition.  Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the purchase of the 3 poles with 150 feet of wire at $700 each, and on roll call vote ayes five.  

Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve getting Public Works Director Herb Dowse a city credit card and on roll call vote ayes five.


The disposal of the house on City property was tabled until next meeting.

Waiting on further information on daycare ideas.


The earliest that Jendro’s can do clean up week is June 13th. Discussed having a fall clean up or after the rummage sales that happen during school registration time.  Looking at the second week in August.


Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve Resolution 2022-10 setting the public hearing for FY 22 Budget Amendment and on roll call vote ayes five.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve Resolution 2022-11 Providing for Reduction of Interest Rate on

Water Revenue Bond, and on roll call vote ayes five

Reviewed information provided by Matt O’Brein from NIACOG at the workshop last week with the Board of Adjustments, Planning and Zoning, Council, and Staff.  Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to have NIACOG assist with updating the code book, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Walk presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to appoint Vicki Jorgensen to the Planning and Zoning Board, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Discussed the flooring in City Hall.  Start looking into options for replacing.


Would like to check with the school and see if they would be interested in reconstructing the shelter house in the city park as a project.

Contract is up with Gardiner and Thomsen.  Woods asked if the council would like to put out a request for proposal from Gardiner and Thomsen again or any other firm.  Council was fine with Gardiner and Thomsen receiving a request for proposal.


Hannam had put in a request for putting a fence on city property for ball diamond.  Discussed sticking to the code. No action was taken on this.
