Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, July 12 2021 in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall.  Council Persons Chris Maiers, Michael Juhl, Sam Heimer, Ben Walk, and Myrna Jorgensen answered roll call.  Municipal Superintendent Herb Dowse, Bob McNutt, County Supervisors Mark Hendrickson & Jim Wherry, Lindsey Falk, Hope Ricke & Deven Steele were also present. Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Water/Wastewater Superintendent Chris Schneider, Maintenance Superintendent Jim Johnson, Drew Sweers-V&K Engineers and others (via Zoom).

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from June 14 2021, payment of bills, June 2021 financial reports, along with license renewals for Paradise Pizza Liquor license Sportsman’s Inc. liquor and Sunday Sales license, Sportsman’s Beverage liquor license, Casey’s liquor beverage license, Dollar General Amendment to liquor license, Dollar General Beverage license and on roll call vote ayes five.

Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing for Vacation of N/S alley of the South Half of Block 28 at 7:01, there were no written or verbal comments.  Public Hearing was closed at 7:03.  Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve the Vacation of the N/S Alley of the South half of Block 28 and on roll call vote ayes five.

Sweers provided an update on the ongoing projects.  CDBG Application has been submitted for the trunk line.  DNR had requested flows for June before they will sign off on the UV project.  Information was sent on July 2nd and a meeting with DNR has been set up.  Will move forward with the Rock Ridge development if County Supervisors approve.

Police Chief Schutjer reported that Town and Country Days went well.  He has been working on nuisances.


Municipal Superintendent Dowse shared his work report, which consist of working on alleys, tree trimming, cleaning storm sewer boxes and streets, barricades for Town & Country Days.  Will meet with engineer and start working on drainage issues. 
  
Water, Waste Water Superintendent Schneider shared his work report, which consist of replacing water line on N. Washington, lagoon has been sprayed, hauled rock for alleys and bunker, new chlorine lines at the water plant, down to 2 meters that need to be fixed or replaced.
          Maintenance Superintendent Johnson shared his work report which consist of helping with the alleys, and other projects, hydraulics in truck, welded tailgate, serviced both pickups, maintenance on water truck. Mowed around the lagoon, getting trucks ready for DOT. 
          Jason Petersburg from V&K Engineering will be here Wednesday to look at the water issue on N. George and other items.

          There have not been any applications turned in for the Planning and Zoning Administrator position at this time.

           Revision to the ball diamond agreement looks in order. 
Walk presented a motion seconded by Maiers to approve the hiring of Donella Kline to assist with lawn mowing, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Juhl presented a motion seconded by Jorgensen to approve closing of 4th Street from Sportsman’s to just past

Thymeless, and Washington from South Square to the Park, for Fall Fest on September 11th, and on roll call vote ayes five.
          Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve the closure of Mitchell Street from 4th to 5th along with a noise permit for Sportsman’s to have a street dance on September 18th 2021, and on roll call vote ayes five.
           Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to leave the zoning of storage units on Red Ball Road as AG, and on roll call vote Nays-Juhl, Jorgensen & Maiers, Ayes-Walk, and Abstain-Heimer. This will be presented to the Planning and Zoning Board.
          Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve the removal of utility penalty charges on account 11302 for $153.66 and account 713 for $143.43. The landlords have paid the usage amount for both of these accounts, and on roll call vote ayes five.
