March 8, 2021
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, March 8, 2021 in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall.  Council Persons Myrna Jorgensen, Chris Maiers, Michael Juhl, and Sam Heimer answered roll call.   Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Maintenance Superintendent Randy Petznick, Municipal Superintendent Herb Dowse, Water/Wastewater Superintendent Chris Schneider, Drew Sweers-V&K Engineers, Mitch Hansen-S&H Environmental Services, Ashley DeMaris-South Square and others via Zoom.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from February 8, 2021, payment of bills, and February 2021 financial reports, and on roll call vote ayes four.


Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing for FY 22 Proposed Budget at 7:03 p.m. there were no written or verbal comments, no further discussion. Public Hearing was closed at 7:03 p.m.  Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Jorgensen to approve Resolution 2021-10 approving the FY 22 Proposed Budget, and on roll call vote ayes four.


Sweers shared update on the ongoing projects.  Surveys for the CDBG grant need to be completed before we can move forward on the trunk line project.  Working with DNR on the flood event levels.  Also still working on UV treatment.  Effluent flow meter was installed on Friday.
               Police Chief Schutjer reported the situation with the main street property has been taken care of.   Juhl asked about the speed signs.  Schutjer shared that John has been working on charging and changing out the batteries to see if it is a battery issue or another issue.  Schutjer will check into the cost of switching these over to solar.
         
Maintenance Supervisor Randy Petznick updated the Council on the monthly activities, snow removal, maintenance and repair of equipment.
            Municipal Superintendent Dowse reported that he has been working with Petznick in the shop, snow removal, zoom training, working on GPS and getting it working properly.  Would like to get another tablet for using the GPS.

Maiers complimented the three employees on a good job of snow removal!
            Water/Wastewater Superintendent Schneider reported that he read meters, fixed some meters, snow removal.  Mayer’s digging will be assisting with the water dig.

Mitch Hansen from S&H Environmental services explained the situation with the notice of violation for water.  Water test had been completed and sent to the lab.  The lab responded that temps did not meet requirements.  They dumped all the samples instead of just the ones that did not meet temp requirements.  Test America has taken responsibility of this error but the DNR will not rescind the violation so notices will be sent to all residents.  Test America will reimburse all cost associated with notification expenses. 

Sweers shared that Falk’s are reviewing the new financial numbers for TIF and feasibility of the project.  Received a quote from Motion Valley to do exploratory boring for the new trunk line on 420th street.  Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to move forward with the exploratory boring and Motion Valley’s quote and on roll call vote ayes four.
Still working on getting the surveys needed for the CDBG funding.  Without the surveys we cannot move forward with the grant application.

CIP will continue to be a work in process and snow blower will be added to the CIP.
There are not applications to be reviewed, so we will continue to advertise and accept applications until the position is filled.

No action taken on the property in Industrial park.


Discussed if there should be a charge for reserving the City Park for larger events like weddings.  There was no action taken on this at this time.
