February 14, 2022
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, February 14, 2022 in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall.  Council Persons Myrna Jorgensen, Chris Maiers, Sam Heimer, Michael Juhl and Ben Walk  (via Zoom) answered roll call.   Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Public Works Director Herb Dowse, and Drew Sweers-V & K were present along with Maintenance Superintendent Jim Johnson via Zoom.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from January 10th  2022, both special and regular, payment of bills, and January 2022 financial reports, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing on Proposed Max Budget for FY 23 at 7:01.  There were no written or verbal comments, there was no further discussion.  Public hearing was closed at 7:01.   Jorgensen presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve Resolution 2022-05 Proposed Max Budget for FY 23, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Sweers reviewed the Compliance Plan letter in response to the EPA’s violations.  Working with NIACOG on CDBG grant for the trunk line.  Release of funds will be mid-April. Working on getting cost for the Rock Ridge TIF Development agreement.  Work continues to be done on the plans for the 8th and Main corner and the Drainage issues.
               Police Chief Schutjer shared that the generator has been delivered.  It will be hooked up on a weekend so power can be shut off at City Hall.
               Public Works Director Herb Dowse updated the Council on the monthly activities which include creating a spreadsheet for water data, getting ready for DNR visit tomorrow, organizing tools in shop, & snow removal.  Discussed replacing signs.  A lot are bent from the strong winds.  Discussed square post.  Will work on cost and what is needed.  Received 27 new radio reads and will work on getting them installed.
               Maintenance Superintendent Jim Johnson added to Dowse’s report that they discovered a leak in the Sterling truck after filling it up, cylinder went bad in grader, caught up on garbage on 4th Street, and other maintenance items. 

Reviewed the applications submitted and will start setting up a first interview with the Policy Administrative Committee.
           
Discussed items to add to CIP which include street signs, building and mower with snow blower.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve Resolution 2022-06 Setting the Date for Public Hearing on Proposed FY 23 Budget for March 14th at 7 p.m., and on roll call vote ayes five.


Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve Resolution 2022-07 Amending Salary Resolution 2021-09 increasing Jim Johnson’s wages to $24.00 with the added responsibility of Planning and Zoning Administrator, increase Herb Dowse wages to $26.00 as Public Works Director and an increase of $1.00 to Clerk Wood’s wage for Municipal Clerk and Certified Municipal Finance Officer certifications effective January 16th 2022.  Along with Policy Administration’s suggestion for FY 23 annual increases, increasing the insurance stipend to $450 per month, increasing certification wage from $.25 to $1.00 per certification, and posting for a regular part time employee, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Walk presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve appointment of Jim Johnson as Flood Plain Administrator, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Walk presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve Resolution 2022-08 tax abatement request for St. Ansgar State Bank, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Jorgensen presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve appointment of Mitch Henaman to the Planning and Zoning Commission, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve appointment of Greg Weis to the Board of Adjustments, and on roll call vote ayes five.
