 ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
May 9, 2022
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, May 9, 2022, in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall.  Council Persons Myrna Jorgensen, Chris Maiers, Sam Heimer, Michael Juhl and Ben Walk answered roll call.   Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Public Works Director Herb Dowse, Drew Sweers-V & K, Bob McNutt, Rich Neerhof, Tom Crowley, Jeff and Lisa Hansen, and Mark Hendrickson were also present.
Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from April 11th, 2022, payment of bills, April 2022 financial reports, along with liquor license renewal for C. B. Brandt’s and South Square, and on roll call vote ayes five.

Mayor Horgen opened the Public Hearing for Amendment of the FY 22 Budget at 7:01 p.m. there were no written or verbal comments.  There being no further discussion the public hearing was closed at 7:02.  Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Resolution 2022-12 Amending the FY 22 Budget, and on roll call vote ayes five.
Sweers presented plans to help with the NW and 5th Street drainage issues. Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the proposal presented for the NW Area Drainage Improvement Project, and on roll call vote ayes five.  Neerhof and Crowley were pleased to hear that action was going to be taken on the matter.  If agreement is made with the City and property owner, the 5th Street drainage issue will be added at a later date.  Popp’s are finishing up on the Rock Ridge Housing Development.
               Police Chief Schutjer shared that he has been working on cleaning up properties.  Received $2000 from Black Hills Energy Grant for the siren.  Will work on other grants.
               Public Works Director Herb Dowse updated the Council on the monthly activities which include working on potholes by making their own mix because unable to get.  Jim has finished his water/wastewater classes. Worked on aerators at the lagoon, alleys, City Park bathrooms, & flushed hydrants.  Have been jetting sewer lines and are still finding a lot of wipes being flushed. FLUSHABLE WIPES ARE NOT FLUSHABLE and should not be flushed down the toilet.  Purchased a pontoon for the lagoon.  Met with Cintas about uniforms. Dowse also shared information about the sewer camera with the council.  Juhl presented a motion seconded by Walk to purchase the sewer camera that goes 400ft and on roll call vote ayes five.


Still waiting on quotes to tear down the house on city property.  Maiers shared that the fire department might be interested in using for training.


There was nothing to report on the daycare concerns at this time.


Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to set August 8-12 as clean up week and have the dumpsters available for city residents and on roll call vote ayes five.  Clerk Woods has put a request in to Jendro for the first week in May for 2023. 


Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve Resolution 2022-13 Approving Notice and Order of Removal from Office of Appointees, and on roll call vote ayes five. 

Clerk Woods is looking into options for updating flooring at City Hall.

Mayor Horgen will visit with Mr. Christiansen to see about having his class rebuild the shelter in the park.  This would be a fall project.


Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to accept the 3-year proposal from Gardiner and Thomsen to preform the City’s annual agreed upon examination procedures, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the closure of the same streets as last year as needed for Town and Country Days, and on roll call vote ayes five.  Dowse will meet with DeMaris to finalize.

Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Juhl to approve the closing of the streets around South Square for the music concerts during Town and Country Days, and on roll call vote ayes.  Barricades will be provided, and South Square will control admittance.

Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to appoint Drue Sponheim to the Aquatic Board and on roll call vote ayes five.


Jorgensen presented a motion seconded by Walk to approve the request for a TIF agreement by Randy Gonnerman, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Heimer to purchase a Ranger truck from Herb Dowse for $2000 and on roll call vote ayes five.
