 ST. ANSGAR CITY COUNCIL 
August 9, 2021
Mayor Keith Horgen convened a regular meeting of the St. Ansgar City Council at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, August 9, 2021 in the council chamber of the St. Ansgar City Hall.  Council Persons Chris Maiers, Michael Juhl, Sam Heimer, Ben Walk, and Myrna Jorgensen answered roll call.  Drew Sweers-V&K Engineers, Matt O’Brien-NIACOG & Kris Olson-Mitchell County Emergency Management were also present. Police Chief Lance Schutjer, Municipal Superintendent Herb Dowse, Water/Wastewater Superintendent Chris Schneider, Maintenance Superintendent Jim Johnson, (via Zoom).

Walk presented a motion, seconded by Jorgensen to approve the consent agenda, which consist of minutes from July 12 2021, payment of bills, & July 2021 financial reports.

Mayor Horgen read a letter received from Alan and Linda Powell stating that they have sold the stock of Jendro Sanitation to LJP Waste Solutions out of Mankato Minnesota.  Jendro Sanitation in Charles City will still be providing service.  The only change is the ownership of stock.  Horgen also read a resignation letter from James Squier resigning from the Planning and Zoning Board.  Horgen also stated that this is an election year and that the terms of 2 Council Members and the Mayor are up.  Anyone wishing to take out papers needs to have them returned by September 16, 2021.

Matt O’Brein from NIACOG and Kris Olson-Mitchell County Emergency Management Coordinator shared information about a survey that is being conducted for the Mitchell County Mitigation Plan.  They explained the importance of having an Emergency Mitigation Plan in place ahead of any emergency situation and FEMA assistance.  The survey is for Mitchell County and they would like as much public input as they can possibly get from St. Ansgar residents to make sure the plan covers all areas of importance to the citizens.  Information and the link to the survey will be posted on Facebook and at stansgar.org.  Hard copies of the survey can be turned into City Hall or mailed to 211 South 6th Street, Osage IA 50461. 

Sweers provided an update on the ongoing projects.  Waiting on CDBG for the trunk line.  DNR has approved flow so the Wastewater treatment is on the IUP and in the works, hoping for spring start of project.  Working on design for Rock Ridge housing development, would like to start this fall.  V&K have also been looking at some drainage issues in town and working with AJ on project at Grain Millers.  

                Police Chief Schutjer reported that he will be attending a meeting at the CRC to discuss Main to Main and what will be needed from the City for that day.

Municipal Superintendent Dowse shared his work report, which consist of still working on alleys, cleaning storm sewers, took an inventory of signs and working on replacing them.  Would like to make a second driveway out at the natural waste area to make it easier for people to get in and out and dump in the proper locations. 
  
Water/Waste Water Superintendent Schneider shared his work report, which consist of fixing conduit at the lagoon.  Quality Pump serviced both lift stations.  All the parts are in for Well #2 so that can be fixed. Hauling rock and helping Street Department, one meter to be fixed yet.
          Maintenance Superintendent Johnson shared his work report which consist of assisting with lagoon wiring and alleys as needed, mowed the dump and lagoon. Dump trucks are back in working order.  Steering issues with green truck.  Working on ball diamonds to keep weeds off the diamonds.  
          There have not been any applications turned in for the Planning and Zoning Administrator position at this time.

          Maiers presented a motion, seconded by Walk to approve the appointment of Aaron Moore to the library board, and on roll call vote ayes five.

           Walk presented a motion, seconded by Maiers to approve the quote from Quality Pump for an Omnisite Alarm Beacon along with installation for the lift station, and on roll call vote ayes five.


Woods updated the Council on the OCIO Government funds of $9500 to purchase laptops. Plan to order 8 laptops and 2 webcams.

             Juhl presented a motion, seconded by Walk to go ahead and camera the sewers needed, and on roll call vote ayes five.
            Heimer presented a motion, seconded by Jorgensen to approve Resolution 2021-24 changing the water rates as stated in the City Code of Ordinance section 92.02, from $18.50 to $19.00 for the first 1000 gallons of water within city limits and from$24.50 to $25.00 for outside city limits, and on roll call vote ayes five.
